tarting on Sunday, June 7th, the Rev. Katharine Harts and Rev. Bob Macfarlane will begin a new worship series  
entitled:  “Open Book Conversations:  Reading between the lines and receiving the Spirit.”  The schedule is as  
follows: 
 

 
June 7- -The Shack by author William P. Young 
“When the imagination of a writer and the passion of a theologian cross-fertilize the result is a novel on 
the order of “The Shack.” This book has the potential to do for our generation what John Bunyan’s 
“Pilgrim’s Progress” did for his. It’s that good!” Eugene Peterson  
 
Could it really be that good? Is it good enough to warrant positive comparison to the English-language 
book that has been read more widely than any other save the Bible? Let’s turn to the book’s content and 
find out. 
 
June 14- Three Cups of Tea by author Greg Mortenson 

In Three Cups of Tea: One Man’s Mission to Promote Peace . . . One School at a Time , Greg Mortenson, 
and journalist David Oliver Relin, recount the journey that led Mortenson from a failed 1993 attempt to 
climb Pakistan’s K2, the world’s second highest mountain, to successfully establish schools in some of the 
most remote regions of Afghanistan and Pakistan. By replacing guns with pencils, rhetoric with reading, 
Mortenson combines his unique background with his intimate knowledge of the third-world to promote 
peace with books, not bombs, and successfully bring education and hope to remote communities in central 
Asia. Three Cups of Tea is at once an unforgettable adventure and the inspiring true story of how one man 
really is changing the world—one school at a time. 
 

June 21—BIRDLIKE AND BARNLESS:  Meditations, Prayers, and sSongs for Progressive  
Christians by Jim Buklo (St. Johann Press: 2008) 
Jim will actually be with us on this Father’s Day Sunday and give a experiential workshop on Sat., June 
20th from 2-4PM.  Suggested donation for this event is $10.  Ready for a humble, hard-working Christian 
religion that is progressive, pro-justice, and pro-peace? Ready for faith that takes the Bible seriously be-
cause it doesn't take it literally? Ready for a soulful expression of this kind of Christianity in meditative 
prose, poetry, ritual, and song? Ready to empty the barn of dusty dogma, and take wing with soulful 
celebration? Jim Burklo, author of OPEN CHRISTIANITY (St Johann Press, 2000), still used as a text 
by study groups around the world as an introduction to progressive faith, has produced a jewel of a new 
book. It is a rich devotional resource for individuals, and a treasure-trove of fresh material for churches 
to use in worship and programming. His personal reflections lead the reader on a spiritual path from the 
contemplative to the comic, from tender moments to prophetic exhortations, from analysis to inspiration. 
His new lyrics to old hymns offer poetic antidotes to outdated theology. His prayers move readers, both Christian and non-
Christian, beyond supernaturalism and into the heart of mystical experience. His liturgies bust out of the barn of stodgy worship. 
They buzz with the word that the listeners heard when Jesus pointed at the birds in his Sermon on the Mount. It's word jazz, it's 
bird jazz; it's BIRDLIKE AND BARNLESS: Meditations, Prayers, and Songs for Progressive Christians (St Johann Press: 2008) 

June 28 Dancing with Life by author Phillip Moffitt 
Dancing with Life is a teaching of the wisdom that is to be found in being consciously and fully present 
with your suffering. It points to the opportunity you have to make a radical inner shift in how you view 
your existence. Whatever the source of your suffering may be, this inner shift will provide a new, 
deeper context for interpreting your experiences that brings clarity and equanimity to your mind. The 
result of this inner transformation is that your life—with all its pain, disappointment and uncertainty, as 
well as all that you cherish, love, and work hard for—is radically enriched. You will discover, as so

many others have before you, a feeling of aliveness, something mystical, palpable in your daily life. You may have a long journey 
to your final and full liberation, but peace and freedom of mind are available to you right now in ever-increasing measure.  In 
1987 Phillip Moffitt walked away from his highly successful post as chief executive and editor-in-chief of Esquire magazine to 
devote himself to exploring the inner life full time. He subsequently was ordained as a lay priest in the Theravada Buddhist tradi-
tion through Spirit Rock Meditation Center in Northern California, where he is now a member of the Teachers Council. In addi-
tion to teaching at Spirit Rock and at retreat centers throughout the U.S., he also leads a weekly vipassana meditation group in 
Marin County, California. In 1991 Phillip founded the Life Balance Institute, a non-profit organization devoted to the study and 
practice of spiritual values in daily life. He has guided hundreds of individuals through a process of strategic self-analysis to un-
derstanding how to live more skillfully. During his tenure as editor-in-chief of Esquire, Phillip wrote a monthly essay in the 
magazine examining life issues of importance to baby boomers. And from 1998 until 2005, Phillip wrote a bi-monthly “Dharma 
Wisdom” column for Yoga Journal. Many of these articles have been used in seminary and university psychology courses.

n exciting event for the Family Promise program is the pending move into its new Day Cen-
ter headquarters here in Scottsdale!  The new location is an apartment complex at approxi-
mately Belleview (south of McDowell) and Scottsdale Road.  There are 8 units which—once 
refurbished—will be rented to low-income folks, helping bring in some income to Family 

Promise.  In addition there is an office, and a community center with a kitchen and bathrooms/showers/
laundry facilities for the homeless guests to use in the mornings and on weekends.  It is quite an up-
grade from the current facility.  There is a lot of work to be done installing flooring/cabinets/water heat-
ers, etc. in the units and community center.  Materials or money must be donated, and the labor supplied 
at no cost as well.  (Still no word on whether Family Promise was a winner in the recent GoodGuys 
contest in which one nominated nonprofit will receive a free office “makeover”!) 
 
Family Promise hopes to be able to hire more social work help, as well, in order to better provide the full range of social, eco-
nomic and educational services.  It is hoped that sometime in the near future, interested folks from SCUCC can take a tour of the 
new facility, and learn more about the programs. 
 
Our next group of guest families will be staying at SCUCC starting the week of August 9th.  As usual, we will need and welcome 
any volunteers to cook, entertain or spend the night.  We feel so lucky to have had the hands-on and financial support of SCUCC 
members and friends for this program.  If you have not had an opportunity to participate and have questions about what it’s like, 
please talk to me or Diane Mueller or Donna Gentry.

f you’ve been around SCUCC for the last 6 months or so, you know 
that we’re in transition—in a good way!  Our long-term, dynamic 
minister Eric Elnes left for Omaha about a year ago, and Rev. 
Katharine Harts stepped up from her Associate Pastor position to 

lead us competently into early 2009.  In mid-February Katharine traveled to San 
Francisco to begin a well-deserved, 3-month sabbatical.  But we have not been 
alone!  Our newly-hired interim minister Reverend Bob Macfarlane arrived to 
gently and kindly shepherd us through the beginning months of what we’ve 
been calling “the interim process.”  This is a process of discernment for the con-
gregation, in which we sift through our church’s distant and more recent his-
tory—values, traditions, beliefs, practices, goals—to discover what we still 
value and where we would like our journey to take us next.  Rev. Macfarlane  
has been facilitating small group meetings of congregation members, in which 
participants have talked about what they celebrate about SCUCC, what they en-
vision as future possibilities for the church, and what issues concern them. 
 
Now, Rev. Katherine Harts has returned from her sabbatical, and we have a name for the next phase of our interim activities:  
“Future*Quest” .  The Interim Process Committee has met with Rev. Macfarlane to consolidate all the comments from the 
group meetings (still a few more to do) and will present this information on Saturday, June 13th, at a meeting in which we 
need as many people as possible to participate!  We will be discussing the substantive issues that will determine SCUCC’s 
future: values, goals, programs.  We hope your voice (or at least your ears) will be included when we make the choices that 
will mark our future path.  (By the way, there will be a separate meeting this summer to discuss the future structure of our 
pastorship.  That is, how many full-time or part-time pastors should be hired based on financial considerations, the demo-
graphics of our congregation, the core values we affirm and the future programs we would like to have.) 
 
For our June 13th Future*Quest meeting, a “continental breakfast” will be offered (juice, coffee, pastries and fruit) whil you 
are arriving and as snacks during the meeting.

H i folks,  We’re a few months into the year, and I thought it was about time for your Moderator (that’s me) to make 
an appearance in Scottsdata.  Besides “moderating” over the past few months, I’ve been helping with the transition 
of my previous Treasurer duties to Rebecca Glenn, who is now full “up to speed.”  I’m thankful that we have such 
a competent new Treasurer. 

 
The Council of Stewards and other Church leaders have been busy with a number of items.  At the services on May 16th, we 
honored all of the dedicated musicians who provide music for us during worship.  This was the first action taken by our new 
Musician Relations Committee, which was recently formed to foster good communication between all of the church’s musi-
cians, the congregation, and the Council of Stewards.  The committee members are:  Lisa Sampson, Pat Fisher, Linda Prideaux-
Steiner, Jill Marderness, and Tara Bickford Bailey.  Some of these people know the music business pretty well, so they can 
help us be more in tune with the needs of our musicians during the budget process. 
 
The Ocotillo Center for Creativity (OCC) is well on its way to becoming an independent non-profit corporation.  It will have its 
own executive board, but will be considered an outreach ministry of our church.  The Council of Stewards and the Financial 
Management Board of the church have started to work with OCC volunteers to create a Memorandum of Understanding to de-
fine the details of the relationship between the OCC and SCUCC.  This includes how we share our common facilities, pay for 
utilities and insurance, and handle youth scholarships.  Initially SCUCC will partially support OCC financially; the Memoran-
dum will include a business plan that will set expectations regarding the financial performance of OCC in the future. 
 
As happens every summer, a number of people have left for cooler weather, but there is still plenty going on at SCUCC.  Please 
don’t forget to attend the important meeting on June 13th, where we will take the next step in our interim process (see the re-
lated article on “Future*Quest” in this newsletter).  Our Labor Day weekend family camp on Mingus Mountain near Prescott 
will be more fun than ever this year (so I’m told)!  You should be hearing more about that from the Mingus  Planning Commit-
tee soon—this year’s leaders are Lori Simonson and Heather Monigan.  Also, another group of families will be staying with us 
in early August as part of the Family Promise program, and we will need volunteers again.

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SCUCC FINANCIAL REPORT FOR JANUARY 2009

I n general  our financial results for April are quite good.  Thank you to all who have given generously of their time and talent 
to make this happen. 
 
Per the vote of the congregation at the Annual Meeting, we are planning to do a complete review of our financial results and 

of the budget after June 30th.  Based on that review, the Council will assess if another Congregational Meeting is needed to vote 
on a revised budget. 
 
Results for April 2009: 

 
Comments on income items: 
• We received $22,229 in pledges during April versus a budget (after an adjustment for prepaid pledges) of $19,105.  This is a 

very good result especially considering the current economic circumstances. 
• Plate offerings for April were $1,700 versus a budget of $1,733. 
• Rental from the Pentecostals is running per budget, although they did not pay the April rent until May. 
• We sold $85 worth of DVD’s for the Studio service in April, which is the first month that we have had them available. 
 
Comments on expense items: 
• In general, expenses such as the cost of Worship, CE expenses and Extravagant Welcome expenses are running under budget 

for the year. 
• Copier costs have begun to exceed budget, and the Trustees have approved the lease of a new copier which should save us 

some money.  It will be a color copier and will save on the cost of colored ink for Susan’s printer. 
• Electricity in the Smallsreed building is $262 over budget, or about 12%; however, other facilities-related expenses such as 

cleaning and maintenance are running about $3K below budget at this time. 
 
Notes on funds other than the General Fund: 
• Now that the Ocotillo Center for Creativity is a separate, not-for-profit corporation, we have transferred their funds to them.  

We are in the process of developing a Memo of Understanding between SCUCC and OCC that will cover such topics as their 
financial reporting to the Council of Stewards.
