COMMENTS ON INCOME

We have received a total of $7,620 of pledges paid in futhferyear. This greatly helped our cash flow for thet §uar-

ter! Also, we have received $5,575 in payments to coveiqu® year pledges. This was unbudgeted income and also
helped our cash flow.

We have received pledge commitments of $177,720, which is $2,68@m8khe estimate made during the budgeting proc-
ess.

Our Easter offering was very successful. We had bud@ate@ based on past years. This year Dan Loven designeg lovel
offering envelopes and we put a strong emphasis on dwipgssing the plate both for Palm Sunday and EastetaSu

We had a lot of visitors who opened their wallets, wrdeceived a total of $2,033! Some of this income fatio April.

The Grocery Guys and Gals are doing very well thamleveryone’s support, and they are on track to rhedbvidget

which is an increase over last year. Thanks everyameohtinuing to buy grocery cards!

The quarterly payment of $1,375 from OCC was received ftestthe quarter ended and was recorded as April income.

COMMENTS ON EXPENSES

Maintenance and repair expenses were unusually highubrter. We spent $650 to have the dead tree removed in r
sponse to a citation from the City of Scottsdale safdty concerns; $575 for repair of outside lights; $48&ta fleak out-
side of the office. Hopefully, we will get luckier dog the second quarter.

We have received a number of designated gifts to cover ee#ret were cut, including for bulletins for the traditib
service, for additional Studio musicians for both Palmday and Easter Sunday, for some soloists for tdéitmaal ser-
vice and for weed control.
